Second review comments on Zdanowicz et al. “Historical black carbon deposition in the Canadian High Arctic: A 190-year long ice-core record from Devon Island” submitted to Atmospheric Chemistry and Physics
The manuscript has gone through major revisions, as requested particularly by Referee #2. The revisions have notably clarified important aspects of the paper. The authors have carefully considered the suggestions and questions by the reviewers and answered all of the raised issues rigorously and with substantial effort where needed. Focusing solely on rBC observations (i.e. leaving out the microparticles), clarifying the dating methodology and underlying uncertainties, as well as adding detailed description on the used rBC quantification methodology and its uncertainties, have significantly improved the quality of the manuscript.
